     The bellow-mentiond article concerns ethical 

aspect of 2 essential matters Religion and Ethics. I, 

Rikio Kaneko tried to systemize it in accordance 

with the ELFO Charter. It is, however, only one of 

the approaches of researches, so I hope there will 

appear other better ideas about ethics.      

 

I suppose that all of you will support a future 

ELFO (Earth-Loving Friendly Organization), where 22 

Councils are established. One of them is Religion and 

Ethics Council. And one of its functions is:  

to research doctrines and heart of things abstracted from 

religions, ethics, and other norms, and to encourage 

such a codification as they would be in conformity with 

the Earth society, presenting, at the same time, ethical 

norms which are simple and understandable for 

everybody. (Charter, Article 40) 

 

Earth-Loving Amicable Way

地球愛友好道〔chikyu:aiu:ko:doh:〕 
The Earth-Loving Amicable Way (ELAW) which 

I advocate concerns ‘ethical norms which are simple, 

familiar, and understandable for everybody.’ There may be 

many approaches for elucidating such ethical norms, and I 

regard the ELAW as follows:   

1. The ELAW is not a religion, but it concerns 

rather ethics, morals, manners, a way of life 

of general character valid among nations.  

2. The ELAW is of relative, not of absolute 

character, it may comprise colorful aspects 

in accordance with multilateral way of life 

of nations and the current of time. 

3. The ELAW is comprehensive, which includes 

moral, ethical, religious, legal, political, 

reasonable, customary, courteous and other 

norms from many sources.       

      

ELAWer  I name a person as an ELAWer or 

elawer who follows the ELAW, observing its norms. 

 

 

 

 In Japan there are several kinds of 道〔doh:〕

You know judo [柔道], kendo〔剣道、Japanese 

fencing], kyuhdo [弓道, Japanese archery], as a kind 

of sports. On the other hand, thethere are tea 

ceremony〔茶道、sado:〕、flower arrangement〔華道、

kado:〕which especially ladies are fond of as an 

elegant manner. In feudal period was bushido〔武士道、

bushido:〕―  samurai’s code of behavior, which is 

analogous with knighthood. 

     These 道〔do:〕are not a religion, but deeply 

relate to a good and beautiful manner of spiritual and 

physical culture. To you and to the future ELFO 

Religion and Ethics Council I would like to propose 

an idea to create ELAW (chikyuh’aiyuhkohdoh〔地球

愛友好道〕 ) as one of such categories, Japanese 

abbreviation of which is chikyuh’aidoh [地球愛道

-chikyu:ai:do:], and the English one is the ELAW 

(Earth-Loving Amicable Way).  

    In the ELAW (yuhkohdoh) which I advocate, of 

course, friendship is one of the 

most valuable and important 

conceptions, and I reminded 

repeatedly my Earth-Loving 

Associate (ELA) of Harmony, 

Respect, Love, Good, Beauty.  
 

55 Golden Words  55 の金言 
     

The FLAW is inclusive, so even atheists as 

well as believers in a religion can follow it. 

Including above-mentioned words, there 
are 55 golden words to be remembered to 

enrich your heart. Among them the most 

valuable word here is LIGHTS because they 
are not simple sunlight: they comprise not only 

treasures included in these key words of the ELAW, 

but also all the positive acts and 

conceptions which you and other 

people can conceive.  

In the ELAW, LIGHTS is 

expression of the whole of the FLAW. It is, so to speak, a 

Constitutional system in a State, or God in a religion in a 

sense that the LIGHTS are of wholistic and superior 

character.  

These and other key words so closely interwoven 

with each other, for example, good harmony is beautiful. 

Mutual respect and love are also beautiful as well as good.

harmony, good friendship and peace, not of 

compulsory character. ‘Harmony is to be valued.’ is a 

famous Article of ancient Japanese Constitution of 17 

Articles dated 604 AD.  

  敬〔kei, respect〕means, respect and esteem of 

personality of other people, including organizations, 

even States. If they respected each personality, there 

would not be any serious problem. 和〔wa〕and 敬

〔kei〕are 2 essentials in tea ceremony〔茶道、sado:〕

which were founded in 16th century.    

愛〔ai〕means love which is the most central 

conception of the ELAW, which is given not only to 

people, but also to human being and even other living 

things and nature. A draft Charter of Earth-Loving 

Friendly Organization stipulates: 

  ‘Earth-Loving’ means not only to love all humanity, 

to respect all lives as far as possible, and to be 

Earth-friendly, but also to maintain cosmos beautifully.     

善〔zen, goodness〕is one of the 3 ethical essentials: 

Truth, Goodness and Beauty which are highly 

esteemed in Occident. Though historically they are 

frequently explained in relation with Christianity, 

therefore, with God, almost all people must have 

been entertaining notion of them. For example, if a 

thing was useful, it was good for them.      

 How about a weapon? It is good for its holder, but 

very bad for the person against whom it is used. Here 

we understand that concrete contents of Goodness 

comprise a relativity. Nonetheless I dare say that 

there are more or less good elements in all the golden 

words of the ELAW.  

美〔bi, goodness〕There is no doubt that evening 

skies lit up with the setting sun seemed even to 

ancient people to be more beautiful than the typhoon. 

Though we pay attention to outward appearance of 

beauty, we notice there is also inward beauty which 

has never any thorn. Beauty appears not only in 

beautiful music or pictures, but also in actions: a 

beautiful figure skating, compassion, salvation etc.

     Here also I interwove Oriental, Occidental, and 

other essential elements for the ELAW: 

 
Life  The word life is used here in a narrow sense as 

denoting a living body. We must take great care of one’s and 

others’ life, even lives of living things. But we hear 

frequently news of manslaughter caused by slight 

esteem of life.  

   It is a shame that in the last 20 century human killed 

each other unprecedentedly because of wars. In future we 

must design world systems which secure permanent peace 

without war. One of them seems to be World Federation.(p.7)   
 Conscience  A sound mind in a sound body. 

Conscience is sound consciousness by which one judges 

one’s good or bad act. I think almost all the people entertain 

conscience. Modern constitutions prescribe freedom of 

conscience, and as a judge considers legal problems in 

accordance with law and conscience, so we must do likewise.  

   Truth  Everybody with conscience does not like 

falsehood. In history, however, we know many cases where 

realities have been hidden. It is natural that Truth was 

highly valued in Occident. 

   It is said that a lie sometimes expedient, but it should 

be confined to insignificant matters. On the contrary, if a 

person tells a lie on important matters, usually it will be bad, 

dirty, and not be justified.  

   Cleanliness  Here it means not only clean state of 

things, but also clean and guiltless heart. Purity is one of 4 

essentials in Japanese tea ceremony〔茶道、sado:〕where 

clean state of things is absolutely required. In our 

ELAW I don’t want to ask people so strictly, taking 

into account common people’s habit.            

   Our heart will be cleaner if we attach much importance 

to Harmony, Respect, Love, Goodness, Beauty as well 

as Life and Truth.     

    Delight  As delight and sadness succeed each 

other, it is natural that ELAWERs wish delight for 

you and others. When you visit an institution for the 

aged, you’ll feel little delight in them. But we can 

pray gladness for them, and can do something good 

especially when we can sell ELAGs for charity. (p. 6)

Happiness  In the ELAW we will consider 

everyone’s happiness though we see, as one of its  

forms, the greatest happiness of the greatest number. 

(最大多数の最大幸福), But even the smallest unhappiness 

of the others must be compensated by something.  

     You may think you are unhappy, but there are 

people who are in terrible situation, and unhappier 

than you. You can think that one is happy if one is 

not unhappy. Happiness, like youth and health, is 

rarely appreciated until it is past.(幸福は若さや健康と同

様、過ぎ去るまでめったにありがたさがわからないものである。) 

Health  It is better to be poor and healthy 

than to be rich and sick.(裕福で病んでいるよりも、貧乏で

健康のほうがいい). In the ELAW we regard the health 

as one of the most important essentials in life 

because, it is said, a sound heart lives in a healthy 

body. It’s good that nowadays people smoke less than 

in former times. In the ELAW it is recommended not 

to smoke and to observe moderation in eating.  

     Success  We wish not only our success, 

but also our relatives’, friends’ and others’. 

Here let’s suppose that the ‘success’ may 

comprise small success, taking into account 

weak or sick person’s ability.   

     Security  In daily life we are surrounded by 

many dangers such as a traffic accidents, hackers in 

a computer, global warming, and even nuclear wars. 

There are such natural disasters as beyond our force, 

while our ELAWERs can do somethings effective for 

security. It is to develop our ELFO in this field also in 

order to maintain calmness.    

Calm(ness)  Even nowadays people seem to 

be more or less under stress. I know, one of the means 

to get rid of it is to repeat golden words of our FLAW, 

contributing to development of the ELFO.

Faith  Faith, hope, charity (love) are said to 

be 3 great virtues of Christianity. There would be no 

religions without faith. It is ELAWers’ faith that we 

are able to make our precious Earth better gradually  

with LIGHT and hope. ‘Faith will move mountains.’ 

(信念は山をも動かす) If FLAWers believe that FLAW 

may move mountains, it is the very good and sure 

signs of our success.   

Courage ‘A man of courage is also 

full of faith.’（勇気ある者は信念に満ちたり。

Marcus T. Cicero, 106 BC – 43 BC）It is not 

enough for such a man to only believe. He 

must act. It was with my courage that I advocated a 

idea to create the ELFO (Earth-Loving Friendly 

Organization). 

     Such courageous actions may be physical as 

well as mental. Even if I lie in my sickbed, I would 

encourage my dear ELAWers to do something good. 

     Self-Control  At the same time true courage 

must be always accompanied with self-control. 

Otherwise, it may turn to be a brute courage.   
Non-Enmity  Enmity and hatred bear also 

those of the other opponent. It’s clear that ELAWers 

must stop such a vicious cycle. "Love your enemies 

and pray for those who persecute you" (汝の敵を愛せよ、

そして汝を迫害する者のため祈りなさい。Matthew 5:44).  

Let’s not entertain ill feeling even if they do. And 

don’t be so angry with them even if they do not do 

what is expected.  

  Mercy  We ELAWers must relate to suffering 

persons with mercy as religious and ethical norms 

command.  

As to Christianity “Seeing the people, He felt 

compassion for them, because they were distressed 

and dispirited like sheep without a shepherd.” 

(Matthew 9:36) 

As to Buddism “The bodhisattva(菩薩) is said to 

appear anywhere, even in hell realms, to help all 

beings in danger and distress.  

As to Mohhamed “Grievous to him is what you suffer; 

[he is] concerned over you [i.e. your guidance] and to the 

believers is kind and merciful.” [Quran: 9:128]

Kindness   Kindness is a behavior marked by 

ethical characteristics, a pleasant disposition, and 

concern and consideration for others. It is considered 

a virtue, and is recognized as a value in many 

cultures and religions, and Aristotle (BC 384~322) 

defined kindness as "helpfulness towards someone in 

need, not in return for anything" (Wikipedia), though a 

maxim says, ‘Charity is a good investment.’ I expect   

that ELAWers are always be kind, and be thankful 

for others’ kindness.  

Thanks  I preferred ‘Thanks’ to ‘Gratitude’ 

because I wanted to stress the many persons and 

many objects to which our ELAWers are thankful. We 

will be thankful, first of all, to the Sun because it 

gives us its lights and energy, we are grateful to the 

Earth, its nature, and people, for they give us the 

place to live and food, and to food because it gives us 

direct energy, and even to many organs in our body, 

for they function for us.   

Consideration  Here the word consideration is 

used in a wider sense not only in human relations of 

many aspects, but also regarding nature, the Earth, 

and even cosmos.            

Reflection  Almost everybody commits an error, 

so we must correct a fault and repent it. If one does 

not correct it, it will be a real fault. (Confucius, BC 

551~BC 479)    

Forgiveness If ye forgive their trespasses, your 

heavenly Father will also forgive you.(Matthew, なん

じら、もし人の過ちを許さば、なんじらの天の父も、なんじらを

許したまわん。マタイ伝福音書)。 

Even if a criminal act is not to be permitted from 

legal view point, ELAWers will talk with the convict 

gently because a punishment and social condemna- 

tion are enough. Condemn the offence, but pity the 

offender. (罪を憎んで、その人を憎まず。) 

    ELAWers’ one of the purposes is to activate 

human will to live, to inspire all people for a better 

life, forgiving a fault each other, entertaining hope.

Friendship  We wish the ELFO ‘contribute to 

development of friendly relations among nations 

based on equal rights of peoples, especially to 

promote friendly relations among private 

organizations and common people through personal 

intercourse, tourism, home stay, ML, mail magazines, 

Skype, Line etc.’ (Art.1);  

Peace  We wish also that the ELFO ‘contribute 

to maintaining peace and peaceful settlement of 

conflicts’ (Art.1); that the ELFO will call eminent 

persons to join it as member of the Council of Peace.  

Non-discrimination  It is used in a sense that 

ELAWers shall ‘promote friendship among nations 

without distinction as to race, nationality, sex, 

language, religion and regime, which drives from a 

simple fact that we are human beings.’ (See the ELFO 

Charter, Art.49)  

Solidarity  It is one of the most important     

conception in the ELFO because it would have effects 

to harmonize different conflicting interests among 

nations. Solidarity Councilors will be elected not on 

the base of national or local election districts, but an 

international or world-wide single electoral district. 

This system is as if it were home run in a 

baseball. We wish many people support it.  

Fairness In order to contribute to establishment 

of ‘Rule of Law’, not ‘rule of force’, the ELFO has a 

Council of a Judicial Affairs and an Earth-Loving 

Amicable Court (ELAC). Although the ELAC has 

jurisdiction regarding a conflict only when conflicting 

parties to it recognize jurisdiction, we wish the ELAC 

will play important roles in ‘Rule of Law’.

     We ELAWers are a component of, so to speak, 

Earth-Loving Amicable Family. The ELFO Charter 

provides that it ‘shall maintain cooperative relations 

…..especially with international organizations which 

are similar with our Organization.’ ELAEers are 

buds who will stimulate formation of one big Family. 

EL Way A draft ELFO Charter, Article 40 supposes 

necessity to systematize ‘ethical norms which are simple and 

understandable for everybody.’ ELAWers can contribute it.  

EL Oasis A draft ELFO Charter, Article 3 stipulates 

that ‘Earth-Loving Oasis’ is used as meaning such 

groups and communities large and small as act in 

accordance with purposes and principles of the 

Charter, sometimes implying the Organization itself. 

     We ELAWers can also contribute to promoting 

such communities though it is not legal duties. 

EL Festival A draft ELFO Charter, Article 51 lays 

down creation of ‘an Earth-Loving Amicable Festival 

Association (ELAFA), and to support an Earth-Loving 

Amicable Festival (ELAF) promoted by the former. 

The ELAF shall open its door wide 

so that men and women of all ages 

as well as professionals and ama- 

teur could appear on the stage.’                   

Yosakoi Festival 

We can also contribute to promoting such 

festival because ELAWers are comparatively young 

and energetic, and interested in such a festival.

Freedom  Many nations and the UN (United 

Nations) highly estimate freedom and equality (UN 

Charter, Art.2 and 55), English proverb says ‘The pen is 

mightier than the sword’, but nowadays we are rather 

afraid of its abuse, especially by sovereign State.  

In international law sovereignty is regarded as 

supreme power which a State has. Even now in 21 

century, 2/3 of States don’t recognize jurisdiction of 

ICJ (International Court of Justice). As a result we 

see lawless international relations.     

     Equality  UN Charter prescribes that the UN is 

based on sovereign equality of all its Member-State, 

while the ELFO is based on harmonious distribution 

of votes (Its Charter, Art.8). FLAWers will support it. 

Justice  Taking into account abnormal legal 

and political situation in international relations, 

LAWers will study them more a little bit, supporting 

the ELFO, among others, in judicial field.  

Tolerance Preamble of the UN Charter declares 

that the peoples of the UN determined to practice 

tolerance and live together in peace with another as a 

good neighbors. My dear ELAWers, let us also make 

an effort to better, for example, miserable realities 

seen just in the bellow-mentioned paragraph which is 

caused, among others, by lack of tolerance.  

Salvation  Here salvation means to save people 

from unhappiness, disaster, or some badness. First of 

all, let’s see stern realities. About 821 million people are 

suffering from hunger in 2018, this means one in nine people 

face hunger unfortunately. In addition, an unprecedented 

71 million people have been forced to leave home. 

Among them are nearly 26 million refugees who are 

displaced as a result of conflicts or persecution.  

In such world our work is important. In our 

ELFO there are a Religion and Ethics Council, so in 

this field the Council will play its roles. Of course, we 

ELAWers can do much energetically.    

There are also an ELFO Council for Labor and 

Employment and a Council of Public Welfare and 

Medicine responsible for these fields. Earth-Loving 

Companies are to make a donation of 0.4 % of its 

gross sales to a welfare institutions. (Charter, Art.62)

    Economic development will demand moderation, 

fairness and harmony with nature. On the other 

hand, let’s take into account, a maxim that richness 

consists in satisfied heart, not of great amount of 

properties. (Mahomed[577~632], 富は多額の財産によるも

のにあらず、満足した心からなり) 

     Welfare  In each country promotion of welfare is 

important. For ELAWers it’s more important to pay attention 

to it on an international level, first of all, to such as 

just mentioned in Salvation. At present time we 

ELFWers can begin this work when we take part in 

producing Earth-Loving Goods (ELG) because 

producers shall donate 0.4 % of its gross sales to a 

welfare institutions.  

Commonwealth Here the word Commonwealth 

means in the widest and traditional sense that it is a 

politico-social community founded for the common 

good where its membership is open not only to a 

State, but also an autonomy, even an individual. 

     You see, one of such forms is the very ELFO 

(Earth-Loving Friendly Organization), but in future may 

appear several organizations similar to the ELFO. 

The ELFO and ELAWers will cooperate with them. 

Cooperation To develop a better Earth 

Community, it is desirable that States, their autono- 

mies and individuals cooperate with each other as 

possible as they can. To cooperate with each other is 

also a good ELAWers’ virtue. ‘Alone we can do so little. 

Together we can do so much.’ (Helen Keller) 

New Order  Here the word order is used to mean 

a situation in which norms are obeyed, and people  

do what they are expected to do. I hope that in our 

century we ELAWers and people will realize one’s 

purposes in order and harmoniously, among others, 

in political, economic and social fields.  

     A new faire economic order is necessary as well 

as a new political, judicial, social order as mentioned 

more in detail as follows:

Rule of Law  It is necessary to establish 

Earth Community ruled by law, not by force. 

Generally rule of law is functioning in each country, 

but in international relations they are very far from 

it, only 1/3 (one third) of nations recognize the 

jurisdiction of ICJ (International Court of Justice). 

     As a result, majority of States, including great 

powers, behave as they like, declaring self-righteous- 

ly justification of their acts. Our FLAW will call all 

the nations to recognize soon or later the jurisdiction 

of the ICJ of the UN (United Nations).            

 

Peaceful Settlement  The UN Charter, Article 

33 stipulates as follows:  

 

The parties to any dispute, the continuance 

of which is likely to endanger the maintenance 

of international peace and security, shall, first 

of all, seek a solution by negotiation, enquiry, 

mediation, conciliation, arbitration, judicial 

settlement, resort to regional agencies or 

arrangements, or other peaceful means of their 

own choice. 

 

It is natural for you to think that if it is so, all 

the States would have duty to recognize the ICJ 

jurisdiction as an ultimate guardian of law, but 

States do not interpret so. In a word majority of 

States want to behave as they like.   

Can you imagine a State where only 1/3 of her 

people are ready to go to its courts of justice, and the 

other 2/3 have not any duty to appear there? No, you 

cannot imagine it!  

But international society is like that. It is clear 

that the Earth must become far better, and the 

States should settle their conflicts peacefully.  

Disarmament  The UN Charter mentions 

disarmament or regulation of armaments (Art.11 and 

26), so it is no wonder that in the dangerous situation 

of sixties a general treaty Non-Prolifelation of Nuclear 

Weapons (NPT) was concluded in 1968, Article VI of 

which provides that:  

Each of the Parties to the Treaty 

undertakes to pursue negotiations in good faith 

on effective measures relating to cessation of 

the nuclear arms race at an early date and to 

nuclear disarmament, and on a treaty on 

general and complete disarmament under strict 

and effective international control. 

 According to the NPT, only 5 powers have right 

to possess nuclear weapons (even to increase them), alas, 

other countries began to have them. My dear readers, 

don’t you think that world top leaders must promote 

rule of law, not rule of force; compulsory peaceful 

settlement of conflict? Then, ‘general and complete 

disarmament’ provided for in NPT would be easier. 

 Restriction of Sovereignty Because an 

intrinsically unreasonable international system 

cannot continue to exist, it will be transformed into a 

new one based on rule of law, compulsory peaceful 

settlement of conflicts, then process of the said 

‘general and complete disarmament’ will go on.  

In such future a State cannot behave self-right- 

eously. At that stage of development, external State 

sovereignty will be considerably restricted, while 

internal sovereignty will remain 

with it’s a little bit of curtailment.  

World Federation (WF) 

   National States were formed mainly   Ecdysis 

because feudal local lords, city states or other 

autonomies handed over their reins of power to a 

central national State. Likewise the WF may be 

established when many or all the national States 

hand over their external sovereignty to the WF, 

which is world-wide ONE STATE.   

Each national state will continue to exist 

mainly with internal sovereignty, so remain a State 

name, and nationality of its people. A general treaty 

on the WF will stipulate sphere of external and 

internal State sovereignty as well as the form of the 

WF legislation, administration and judicature. 

Anyway at this stage a national State must not, and 

cannot, behave self-righteously.

Harmony, Respect, Love, Good, and Beauty remain, 

for ELAwers, as golden words even after the formation of the 

World Federation because they are always necessary as air 

and water.  

Rule of Law, Peaceful Settlement, Disarmament, 

Restriction of Sovereignty and World Federation, 

among others, will lose their former important meaning or 

will acquire a new sense.  

For example, by definition of the World Federation 

(WF) ‘disarmament’, which means general and complete 

disarmament, once human beings succeed in establishing 

such the WF, it becomes meaningless. State armaments, 

especially of mass massacre, will be reduced considerably 

and the others will be changed into weapons which each 

State will use for maintaining domestic order. In order to 

keep international order, each State shall not use its police 

force, but the WF police force will intervene it. ‘Moderate 

WF police force’, if people wish, may become one of 

goals instead of ‘disarmament’.    

NEW LIGHTS and HOPES  Likewise contents 

of former LIGHT will have some different nuances, 

becoming NEW LIGHT. Even if the WF is created, 

there may be problems. But ‘Hope is a beautiful 

thing. It gives us peace and strength’（希望は美しいも

のである。それは私たちに平和と力をあたえる。Julie Donner 

Andersen）。Hope is always indispensable for us.  

To New Earth Civilization our precious Earth will 

go on.  The more and more will be globalized the Earth, 

the more mutual respect and understanding will be 

necessary.  

For Self-Realization of every person the WF shall 

exist. Here ‘every person’ means not only a natural person, 

but also a legal person such as a State or an autonomy.  

Succession of Souls  A person is not 

immortal. We ELAWers are also to pass away, but 

each of our spirits will continue to exist in our 

documents forever. You may write an article, show 

pictures, make up a film for future generation, and 

they can be with you, with your soul.   

  

MELAW forms and Grades 
 

All the ELAs will be, in principle, ELAWers

 I named a person as an ELAWer or elawer who 

follows the ELAW, observing its norms. I expect that 

all the ELAs will be, in principle, ELAWers. They 

have, however, neither any legal duty nor duty to pay 

membership fee to anyone, but a moral duty to 

respect norms driving from the ELAW.  

I, Rikio Kaneko, a representative of the ELA 

(Earth-Loving Associates), would like to systemize an 

ELAW (Earth-Loving Amicable Way) not only for the ELA, 

but also for many people in general. ELAWers may be 

divided broadly into two main categories:  

A.ELAs who respect norms and are acting in 

accordance with them. If an ELA is not ready to be an 

ELAW, the person may not be an ELAWer.  

B. The ELA who will have an ELAW Certificate 

is the second category of the ELAWer.   

In the ELAW there are grades as in judo (柔

道[ju:do:]) or kendo (剣道[kendo:]), and an ELAW 

trainee can receive, from my Earth-Loving Com- 

pany (in future from an ELA organ, or Earth-Loving 

Friendly Organization, possibly), an ELAW Certifi- 

cate which proves ELAW ability.  

In the ELAW Certificate its holder’s grade will 

be printed from among elementary 15th Class to 

the highest 10th Rank. There are 2 kinds of ELAW 

(Earth-Loving Amicable Way).  

1st kind is MELAW (Mental Earth-Loving Amicable 

Way),  

2nd kind is ELAWA (Earth-Loving Amicable Way for 

Athlete or for physically normal persons).  

Even old or physically weak persons00 10th rank 

can attain the higher 

ELAW rank if they make 

mental efforts. If you 

have an EL Certificate of 

other kinds, their grades will be 

taken into account. 

Here I will describe tentatively the forms and 

15 Classes of only the 1st kind: MELAW. Beginning 

Classes are comparatively easy, so that you can get 

the Certificate soon. If a guest want to acquire in my 

HOUSE, it is very easy for them to get it because I 

can talk with them. Even if you are in your country, 

it’s not so difficult. So anyway let’s try!! In a following 

given Class an applicant must demonstrate one’s 

ability of the preceding Classes.   
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15th Class of the MELAW  

Anyone can acquire this Class

You see, it’s very easy. But if you are in your 

country, I cannot know if you satisfied actually these 

conditions there. So as evidence of your trial, please 

send me email, where I can read your comment on 

these 5 words within 20~50 words respectively. Then 

you will be an ELAWer of the 1st Class.  

In the ELAW these 5 conceptions  “Harmony, 

Respect, Love, Good, Beauty” are named ELAW 5 Ideals, 

I make it a rule to present to my guests a laminated 

plastic where you see the words in many languages. ) 

See my comment on the 5 ideals. You can say these words 

to your partner or your friends in daily life, for example, “My 

dear, today also let’s enjoy happy day with Harmony, Respect, 

Love, Good, Beauty.” You will hear gentle voice, “Yes”.  

              

14th Class  

  Life [生命 seimei], Conscience [良心 ryo:shin], Truth
